15.04 Perspectives Courses and the Major

A course approved as a Liberal Studies Perspectives course may be used to meet a major
requirement. However, when this happens the student and advisor need to verify that the student
will still be graduating with the total number of hours required to graduate for the major
program. Please note that the Upper Level Perspective course in Liberal Studies must be an
upper level course listed in one of the perspectives categories and be outside the discipline of the

student’s major.
