When & Where:  Meet at 4:30pm at BCC, please be on time as the trip will not wait for you if you are late.If driving your own car please ask for a release form from the programs reservation desk when you sign up. You will meet the Base Camp Cullowhee Trip Leader at the Cataloochee group lodge (first grey building on right) between 5:45 and 6:30pm on Friday night.  Tickets will not be available after 6:30pm.
What to expect:  We will leave from Base Camp at 5:00pm sharp and plan to be on the slopes by 6:30pm. Once we arrive at Cataloochee, meet at the group lodge (the first grey building on the right) where a BCC staff member will give you a lift ticket, rental form, and information for ski school. The BCC staff member will only give out your lift tickets between 5:45 and 6:30pm.  When the lifts close; return all rental equipment to the Cataloochee rental desk, and meet back at the group lodge.  If you ride with BCC to Cataloochee and leave by other means please inform the Trip Leader before doing so. Plan on arriving back at campus between 10:45-11:30pm.
Participants will need to bring their own warm clothes such as ski bibs, gloves, socks, and warm hat (Jeans and clothes made of cotton are highly discouraged).
